EB-5 PROGRAM 
 
Overview  
 
The U.S. Immigrant Investor Pilot Program is an employment-creation visa program 
that was made possible by Section 610 of Public Law 102-395 (October 6, 1992) 
and is administered by the U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS). 
 
The U.S. Congress created the Program to stimulate economic activity and create 
jobs for U.S. workers, while simultaneously giving eligible foreign investors the 
opportunity to become lawful permanent residents (LPR).  
 
The Program provides for the issuance of conditional (two-year) green cards to 
federally approved accredited investors* and their spouse and unmarried children 
under the age of 21 at time of application who invest a minimum of USD 500,000 in 
a qualified Regional Center project, within the designated target areas, and which 
creates a combined total of at least 10 full-time direct and indirect U.S. jobs per USD 
500,000 invested.  
 
After the initial two-year period, the Regional Center contracts with an economist for 
a study to determine if the investment has created at least 10 jobs and that all other 
federal guidelines have been met. Upon the satisfaction of these requirements, the 
investor’s legal representative files Form I-829 with USCIS to remove conditions. 
Upon approval, the conditional green cards become permanent.  
 
*Accredited investor is an individual who has a net worth individually or jointly with a spouse in excess of USD 1,000,000. 
An investor also qualifies as accredited if an income exists in excess of USD 200,000 for the two most recent years, or 
jointly with a spouse, for the same period, in excess of USD 300,000. There must be reasonable expectations of the same 
income level in the current year. 
 

Benefits Of The EB-5 Program   
 
Upon receipt of conditional permanent resident status, the investors and their 
spouse and dependent children are entitled to the same benefits as other LPR’s. 
Some of these benefits include:  
 

�  Live and work anywhere in the U.S., if so desired  
�  Sponsor relatives for green cards 
�  Study in the U.S. at resident cost  
�  Accept employment anywhere in the U.S.  
�  Freedom from day-to-day management  
�  Open and run a business in the U.S.  
�  Travel abroad and return to the U.S. without having to apply for an 

additional visa  
�  Become a U.S. citizen (After 5 years in permanent resident status and 

meeting all USCIS requirements)  
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WHAT IS A REGIONAL CENTER? 
A Regional Center (RC) is an entity that has been approved as such by USCIS under 
the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) that serves as a conduit for individual 
foreign investment dollars to be used for economic development purposes, the creation 
of jobs, and improved regional productivity in a specific geographic area while enabling 
foreign investors to apply for resident status as provided by federal law.

On June 11, 2007, the Alabama Center for Foreign 
Investment, LLC (ACFI-RC) was officially designated as 
Alabama’s statewide Regional Center. ACFI-RC 
participates in the Immigrant Investor Pilot Program (EB-5 
visa category), providing foreign nationals the opportunity 
to become permanent residents in the United States 
through investment.

ACFI-RC finally 
assists the individual’s legal representative in obtaining both the conditional green card 
and in filing to make the green card permanent by assembling the documents necessary 
to achieve IIPP compliance.
